Massachusetts Bay Colony:

A group of settlements around Massachusetts Bay.  

It was founded by English Puritans on land granted to them in 1629.  

The land was granted to the Massachusetts Bay Company.  

The company consisted of John Winthrop, John Endicott, and John Cotton early leaders.  Settlements: Trimountaine:  a light house on Beacon Hill, Burial Grounds on Cop’s Hill, and a waterway near Fort Hill. 

Sept. 17, 1630, when it was named Boston and in 1632 was made capital of the colony.
Polotics + Government:

John Winthrop was the first govener and because of his skill and wisdom, Boston was a success. Died in 1649.

Ruled by Ministers who believed they got power from God.  A Theocracy
Only White men in good with the church could vote.  They were the ones who chose Ministers.

Laws were Made on the Church’s Dogma, or religious beliefs.  

Religion:
"I will make them conform or I will harry them out of the land." – King James I 

Regarded that "they objected to bear baiting, not because of the pain to the bear, but because of the pleasure to the spectators."

Were sick of bieng treated like that so they left for the Americas.

Puritan: People who wanted to "purify" the state church of England and certain ceremonies and usages taken from the Roman Catholic church, which they didn’t like. 

Only Puritans could live in the colonies.

Putians were in opposition to written prayers, religious images, pictures in churches, instrumental music at services, and other things that exisisted in the Roman Catholic Church.  They wanted to reduce the worship in their churches to the simplicity of apostolic times.
