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Animal Farm Script

First Scene: Boxer, Dog, and Squealer are listening to Old Major

Outside: A sheep mask, chicken mask, and Napoleon mask with a sheep label and pig label

Phil Old Major: And remember, Comrades, your resolution must never falter. No argument must lead you astray.  Man serves the interest of no creature but himself.  And among us animals let there be perfect unity, perfect comradeship in the struggle.  All men are enemies.  All animals are comrades.

(Next Day Sign) Napoleon: Old major has died. But his dream will live on through us. We will complete his dream and destroy humans!

(3 months later sign)

Scene 2: Boxer Mark, Dog Sam, and Snowball Chris chase Mr. Jones Phil outside.  Phil changes his mask outside and becomes Napoleon.  Dog Sam chases Mr. Jones outside and then becomes a sheep.  Napoleon then awards Snowball first class animal award.

Phil Napoleon: I award you the first class Animal Medal for bravery and honor!  We, the pigs, have come up with the seven commandments of Animalism that all animals will follow.  Boxer read them for us.

Mark Boxer: Boxer reads them aloud for everyone

Sam Sheep: 4 legs good! Two legs Bad!

(Next Day sign)
Mark Boxer: Comrades! The milk is gone! Someone has stolen it!

Phil Napoleon: Nonsense comrade Boxer, you see, we pigs need the milk in our mash, along with all the apples.  I myself do not like them, but they are necessary to our health, in order to run animal farm.

Mark Boxer: Right! Napoleon is always right!

Chris Snowball: I am forming new groups called animal committees.  In these, I will educate all the animals and teach you all to read and write.

Napoleon: All of them that is, except for the dogs, seeing as they are now weaned, I will take them and educate them personally. And as for your animal committees, there is nothing you can do for animals that are already grown up.

Boxer Mark goes outside and puts a dog mask on.  He waits for the high pitch tone (Next Day sign)

Chris Snowball: I have been looking over some books and have some excellent new ideas for the farm.  We can make field drains, silage, and a way for us to drop our dung on the fields as fertilizer!  But best of all, I know how to make a windmill!  In one year we will work only 3 days a week, and have lights and warm beds.

Phil Napoleon: Rubbish! We need to be working on food production, not some stupid windmill.  We will all waste away and starve if we follow Napoleon. 

(Next Day Sign)

Chris Snowball: Someone has urinated on my plans!  Well there are still OK.  I believe we should vote on the matter now as to if we will build the windmill, or not.

Sam Sheep: Four legs good! Two Legs bad! Four legs good! Two Legs bad! Four legs good! Two Legs bad! 3 day Week or the full Manger! 3 day Week or the full Manger!

Phil Napoleon: The windmill is nonsense.  No one should vote for it.

Sam Sheep: Vote no. Vote no.

Chris Snowball: Vote no! Don’t you want to have warm stalls, hot and cold water, only 3 days of work? Be sensible!

Phil Napoleon: (emits a high pitch tone)

Mark-comes in from outside Dog: Ruff Ruff Ruff! Chases Snowball out side.

(Snowball Chris comes back as Chicken)

Phil Napoleon: Traitor Snowball has left! No one is to ever even look at him, or they will die!  From now on, Sunday meetings shall not exist.  A committee of pigs headed by me will handle anything related to work.

Chris Chicken: Why should you deci…

Mark Dog: Grrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrr!

Chris Chicken: Bcock! Chicken runs outside.

Sam without mask Narrator: The animals worked like slaves that year, but they were happy in their work.  Boxer came up with the motto, I will work harder and always did.  The Windmill was decided by Napoleon to be constructed and made work even more troublesome. As summer wore on, food became less and less and there was a great need for oil, nails, string, dog biscuits, and iron.  Napoleon set up trade with neighboring farms and Animal Farm was hated more than ever by people nearby.  The pigs moved into the farmhouse and by autumn the animals were tired, but happy.  In November the Southwest winds visited the farm, and wreaked total havoc.

Mark becomes Boxer. Chris becomes Squealer Go get mask while narrator is talking.  Current: Chris Squealer, Mark Boxer, Phil Napoleon and Sam Sheep

Sam Sheep: The wind destroyed the windmill!  (Put up picture of windmill ruins)

Phil Squealer: No. This is all Snowballs’ doing! Napoleon said so!

Mark Boxer: Napoleon is always right.

Phil Napoleon: Do not worry comrades.  We will rebuild the windmill!  And anyone who finds Snowball or anyone working with him will be given a full bushel of corn.  Tomorrow I will investigate the farm.

Mark Boxer becomes dog.  Chris Squealer becomes chicken.  Change during 

 (Sleeping)+(Tomorrow sign)
Phil Napoleon: All those involved with Snowball come forward now.

Chris Chicken: Snowball appeared to me in a dream and told me to disobey you. 

Mark Dog: Kills chicken
Sam Sheep: Snowball told us to pee in the well

Mark Dog: kills Sheep

Phil Napoleon: Now all of you know the price of treason!

(At night sign) Chris Chicken changes to Squealer and changes the commandment.

Sam Narrator: After the animals recovered from the shock seeing they’re comrades killed, things go back to normal.  As Napoleon breaks each commandment, Squealer alters (pig changes commandments) it and the animals continue to blindly follow the pigs.  Years passed and animals’ lives fled by.  Only a few remembered the old days, and in fact, they were better, but at least they were free.

Last Scene: Phil Napoleon, Chris Squealer, Someone Mr. Jones, and Someone Mr. Pickleton are sitting around a table playing cards and Chris Boxer and the Sam Sheep are watching from the window.  All inside are drinking beer and playing cards.

Phil Napoleon: As you can see, we have the most up to date methods, with a discipline and an orderliness that should be an example to farmers everywhere.  The lower animals did more work and received less food than any in the county!  Indeed they are features that you will soon establish on your farms immediately.  You should all see that now there is no need for any disagreement between us, we are one in our struggles!

Someone Mr. Jones: Then a toast to Napoleon, and to the prosperity of his farm.

They all toast and then continue playing cards.  Mark Boxer and the Sam Sheep walk away, with their heads down but turn around when a brawl breaks out in the room.

Phil Napoleon: Cheater! I have the pair of aces!

Someone Mr. Pickleton: What?  You’re the cheater!  You filthy swine!

Mark Boxer: looks from one to the other and says: Who is who?  I can no longer tell.
