Chile’s military forces include 47 AMX-13 light tanks and 21 AMX-30 medium battle tanks from France; 50 M-41, 60 M-24, and 150 M4A3/M51 Super Sherman tanks from the US and Israel; and 500 armored personal carriers from Brazil and 60-100 from the US.  Chile has six missile destroyers, four missile frigates, and four submarines.  The Marines are equipped with 40 French armored personal carriers.  Air force equipment includes 16 F-5 fighters from the US, 15 Mirage fighters from France, and 33 Hawker Hunters from Britain, as well as 20 Chilean-made strike aircraft and 68 trainers. 

9. The international problem that most affects Chile is probably the global warming effect because it affects everyone and might cause damage to Chilean crops in the long run.

10.  I’m not really sure if anyone would help Chile out if they were in trouble but I think the US might help Chile if it was in need because they help everyone else in need.

Here is a brief line-up of past leaders from the Independence of Chile to the present:  Joaquin Prieto 1831-1841,  Manuel Bulnes 1841-1851,  Manuel Montt 1851-1861, Jose Perez 1861-1871,Frederico Errazuris 1871-1876,  Anibal Pinto 1876-1881,  Jose Balmaceda 1886-1891,  Congressional Rule 1891-1920 (That’s a long time),  Arturo Palma 1920-1925,  Emiliano Figueroa 1925-1927,  Carlos Campo 1927-1931,  Short lived presidents 1931-1932 (I wonder why?),  Arturo Palma 1932-1935 (Back again),  Pedro Cerda 1938-1941,  Juan Rios 1942-1946, Gabriel Videla 1946-1952,  Carlos Campo 1952-1958 (Back again),  Jorge Rodriguez 1958-1964,  Eduardo Montavla 1964-1970,  Salvador Gossens 1970-1973, Military “Junta” 1973-1981, Agusto Pinochet 1981-1989,  Alwin Azocar 1990-1994.  Before that some famous people such as Pedro de Valdivia or Napoleon once ruled Chile long ago.


The one ruler that still today is remembered incredibly especially recently due to his recent despotic rule, is August Pinochet. Augusto wasn’t exactly the nicest man in the world.
