Aircraft Pilot
Becoming an aircraft pilot takes a lot of hard work.  It is also very rewarding and interesting.  A pilot can find his/herself in a different time zone, climate, or culture every day!  Someone once said, “It's like a new and different expedition every time...a new and exciting world to discover and journey through."

About 60 percent of all pilots are employed by commercial airlines.  Pilots of commercial airlines basically have the lives of their passengers in their hands. There are lots of physical and mental demands from a pilot. They must have the ability to remain calm under pressure.  They have to have perfect vision, hearing, and coordination too.   Being a commercial pilot as to another type, like a fighter, has a lot more responsibilities, and better wages.

Pilots work very hard to become what they are.  To get a license to fly, a person has to attend an FAA certified military or civilian flying school, have 250 hours of flying and pass a physical, written, and practical test.  If someone wants be more than just a pilot, and make flying their career, they would probably become a flight engineer first.  A person should have two years of college (associates degree) finished and have their license before they attempt anything more in the way of a career with flying.  Then they must acquire 500 to 1,000 hours of flying time. In addition to that they also have to get an instrument rating by the FAA.  Then they can be flight engineers.  Flight engineers then get restricted radio telephone operators' permits from the Federal Communications Commission (FCC).  From there it might take the person five to fifteen years until they can be Captains.

A pilot’s life can be boring or very cool, depending on which way you look at it.  Some people might see it as a monotonous job of travelling from one place to another and flying for hour after hour.  Others may see it as a chance to see the world, visit new places, and meet new people in an exciting workplace.  I like to think of it as a pretty cool job because I have always wanted to fly.  And when I was off of work I would fly were I wanted to and not have to wait in long lines at the airport.  I could be a fighter jet pilot too and fly at supersonic speeds, do missions and navigate places for geographers and scientists, and even watch wildlife from a seaplane.  If I was good enough, I could then be an astronaut and explore space and other planets in space.
Being a pilot takes a lot of work and you have to know a lot about the technology and instruments you use.  Even though it takes a long time to achieve, I think that I would want to be an aircraft pilot.  The field of piloting is endless.  With hard work and lots of patience, you can be any kind of pilot.  (Unless you have physical features that prevent you from doing so)
