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Brazil’s Budget Cuts

The General Assembly,


Aware that in Brazils recent attempt to stabilize its currency by making deep cuts into federal spending could strip Brazil of much of its environmental protection.


Concerned about the tremendous importance of Brazil’s rain forests to the global warming affect,


Taking into account that most of the spending for environmental initiatives comes from international financial institutions in the form of loans,

1. Informs Brazil that its cuts from the IMF, IDB, and World Bank must decrease significantly or stop completely; 

2. Urges that other funds be cut to stabilize the currency and not funds for environmental purposes;

3. Demands that long term effects resulting from the destruction of the Brazilian rain forests be observed and taken into account before it is too late.
